At Halifax, Nova Scotia, there was another ceremonial parade. 

Premier MacMillan appended his signature. Victoria, 

.British Colombia, witnessed similar enthusiasm. There, the 

scroll was packed for the first stage of its air journey to London. 

Mr. Churchill read the message of the scroll and saw the 

names of those who had signed it and avowed their faith in the tause 

for which the Empire fights.
