(2 after Alps) Marshalling yards were the target at 

Ansbach. Every day of this air offensive they carried 

out Eisenhower's order to wipe out the Geiman railways. 

(31 vapour trails) Marshalling yards again were the 

target at Stendal. 

Wittenburg, 
(35 smoke bomb) famous as the town in 

which Martin Luther laid the foundations of the Reformation* 

went the way of the rest. 

(40 thru window) Twelve hundred Forts and Liberators, 

following RAF night attacks on Nuremburg, wiped out tank 

factories, electrical plants and chemical works. 

American fighters shot up scores of German aircraft on 

the ground, 

(45 CU bomb) At Dmeburg m it was marshalling yards 

again. ^Altogether, the most breathtaking manifestation 

of inI'imiT'Wtaiii air power yet seen in this war. The 

curtain has risen; the orchestra of avenging justice 

thunders the overture the final phase. 
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
