Replying to the loyal ad­
dresses made by the Mentri 
Besar and Enche Nasaruddin 
bin Abdul Rais (on behalf of 
all the communities), His 
Highness said: "I thank you 
for the good wishes you have 
expressed on the occasion of 
my birthday and for your 
pledges of loyalty to myself 
and the State for the future. 
I have every reason to be 
thankful for the loyalty that 
has been shown to me in the 
State in the past years of my 
reign. 

ELECTIONS SOON 

"During the last year, a fur­
ther step forward in the estab­
lishment of a plural society 
living in peace and harmony 
was taken by the passing of 
the Perak Nationality Enact­
ment. Since that date, a num­
ber of members of the public 
have applied for and obtained 
their certificates as nationals 
of this State. It is my inten­
tion to promulgate Part II 
of the State Constitution on 
Feb. 25 next. 

"The question of election to 
local bodies in the State of 
Perak has been one that has 
been the concern of myself 
and my Administration fbr 
some considerable time. The 
difficulties which existed were 
numerous but have now, to all 
intents and purposes, been 
overcome and I am proud to 
announce that it is, my inten­
tion and that of my Adminis­
tration to introduce elections 
to certain of the local autho­
rities in the State in the near 
future. 

TIDE TURNS 

have noted from the re­
ports made to me periodically 
that the destructive forces in 
the State are losing ground 
and that steady progress is 
being maintained. This is due 
to the courage and enthusiasm 
of the security forces to no 
little extent and to them, one 
and all, I extend my thanks. 

"This is the first occasion on 
which I have had the plea­
sure of celebrating the anni­
versary of my birthday with 
so many of the people of Pe­
rak. It has for many years 
been my intention to hold the 
celebrations in the town of 
Ipoh. The existence and 
state of the emergency was 
such that I was advised that 
in so doing, I would be plac­
ing a large number of people 
celebrating with me in a posi­
tion of danger. This I was 
not prepared to do. 

"In conclusion, I thank you 
again for the good wishes you I 
have expressed and express my I 
sincere hope that the next 
year may see us a good dor 
further on the path towa 
being a pattern and an e-
i'le of a plural society 
in peace, harmony an 1
