when they did score -  i t  was through a great individual effort  by

The second half -  the score st i l l  one-each -  with the Austrians now 

having most of the gam#. If  only they'd brought their shooting -boots,  

Scotland were also striving for that -  but with both defences 

in top form -  scoring chances weri few^ 

Result:  Scotland One -  Austria One -  in a hard-fought defensive battle 

that leaves Scotland st i l l  waiting for that home victory\
