the aircraft at low level at h: gh speed 



take a seat in a training 1 plane and fly over mountains 
and jungle to land an oil prosoecting party on a small 
landing strip 

take the wheel of a sea-going tanker with all the latest 
navigational aids and steer the ship out to sea...... 

take over the signalling system of a stretch of British 
Railway line and keep the trai ls running smoothly 

control "sea-going" vessels on an ocean in miniature.... 

take part in a battle between Cowboys and Indians and fire 
arrows and bullets at each other - with a strong glass 
partition between the contestants to ensure that there are 
no casualtiesI..... 

take part in a "Death Bodging" re-action tester game, and 
drive a car through crowded, speeding traffic..... 

enter an Army firing range and shoot up a tank, or send 
messages to a rocket-launching site and see the rockets 
streak into the sides....
