Much more tragic#..• is the continued story of refugees from the 

low countries....arriving in Britain* Just try to imagine what they 

are feeling, for days and nights they have been fleeing, almost 

continuously harrassed by Nazi Bombs and Machine gun Bullets.

But even 

here, they realise that for the time being the tide of Nazi 

brutality sweeps forward.
